	A need for curriculum alignment to State Standards in Reading 
	Students will participate in Reading Instruction that follows a curriculum aligned to State Standards that is research based.
	Teachers will participate in grade level team Professional Development that will result in the alignment of the curriculum to the Illinois State Standards during two weeks in the summer and every three weeks throughout the school year
	Presentations will be provided at several local community centers to provide parents with information on the reading curriculum and it’s alignment to the Illinois State standards.  Parents will be provided with quarterly newsletters and links that will give them the information

	The Reading specialist along with the RESPRO coach will meet with the grade level teams and use the Survey of Enacted Curriculum tool to assist with the process of determining level of curriculum alignment twice during the school year.  Adjustments will be made to the curriculum based on the feedback from that survey.

	A need to provide appropriate support to economically disadvantaged students in the area of math computation
	Students will use manipulatives at least three times per week and practice solving real-life problems that apply math skills being taught at least twice a week. 
Students will have practice with ISAT – like math problems  in order to identify the specific information being asked. 
	Teachers needing additional professional development in the area of using math manipulatives to reach economically disadvantaged  will  participate in job-imbedded PD throughout the school year from the district math coach. 
Grade level teams will develop sample lessons  and assessments that will provide students with ISAT – like problems and practical application of math skills. 

Staff will participate in Professional Development based on Ruby Payne’s research on teaching for poverty
	Parents will be provided with information on the math curriculum and the alignments with Illinois State Standards. They will have the opportunity to participate in “Parent University” sessions 4 times during the school year that will provide examples of the skills students are being taught and specific suggestions that could be applied at home to support their children’s math goals
	Grade level teams will monitor this process by sharing their lessons in PLC meetings on a bi-weekly basis.  
The number of parents signing up for Parent University sessions will be tallied by the support staff and the feedback from these sessions will be collected by the Assistant Principal and Shared with the grade level teams.
